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FIRE SAFETY ORDER 2006 INFORMATION
Any premises operating in the UK requires a professional Fire Risk Assessment to comply with current regulations now in place. The Regulatory Reform (Fire Safety) Order 2005 (FSO) came into effect in October 2006 and replaced over 70 pieces of fire safety law.

The FSO applies to all non-domestic premises in England and Wales, including the common parts of blocks of flats and houses in multiple occupation (HMOs). The law applies to you if you are:

· responsible for business premises 

· an employer or self-employed with business premises 

· responsible for a part of a dwelling where that part is solely used for business purposes 

· a charity or voluntary organization 

· a contractor with a degree of control over any premises 

· providing accommodation for paying guests 

Most Frequently Asked Questions -

Can I do our own risk assessment? Yes, if you have the competency and experience of completing a full fire risk assessment, which will highlight hazards, as well as produce a fire plan detailing on- site risks & training requirements which may be required for the premises. 

What if I do nothing? You will be in breach of the Fire Safety Order Act 2006, and will be prosecuted. Failure to comply may affect your insurance. 

Who will prosecute us? The Fire Brigade have taken on a similar role to HSE in the workplace. They alone are the enforcement body for the Fire Safety Order 2006.
